Startup, Screenshot :


Starts and stops counting keystrokes and mouseclicks.





Starts and stops measuring mousepointer run distance.





Displays run distance and keystroke/mouseclick count.





Shows hints to user.





Buttons choose what page to view in the window to the left. The three buttons on the down-right opens :


(from left to right)


Aboutbox, help and exist.





Buttons from top and down :


1. Set distance meter to zero (only when not measuring)


2. Set counters to zero (only when not trapping)


3. Minimize application to tray (icon left to the clock in   the down-right corner of your screen)


4. Closes MouseTracker





Shows how many times you have started up MouseTracker, and when the current session started.





Choose what page to view in the main window.





How often to check mousepointer position (used to measure distance) in ms. 1000 ms = 1 sec.





How often to update information to screen display. In lack of resources you may want to set this larger that 1 (updates every polling).





Corrects distance measurements when using high polling values (1500 and above). You actually have to test what value that fits yourselves.





Which unit to display distance in. Available units are pixels, meters, cm and inches.





To get the rigth distance values, you have to measure the blue line with a ruler or simmilar, and enter the value in cm, inch or m in one of the boxes to the right. You only have to enter a value in one of the boxes, and MouseTracker will calulate the rest.


The default value is 6 cm, which is about right for a regular 17 ” monitor.





Activate measurement of mousepointer run distance.


If this is checked, you may choose which of the counters to be updated.





Show hints on buttons, and you may choose which color these hints are going to be displayed in





Choose what to display statistics on. Possible sources are distance, left mousebutton click, right mousebutton click and keystrokes.





Maximum number of days to view statistic information from.





Log distance and counter to file when closing MouseTracker. 


Spesify file path and name in the editfield, if you want to change it. You may use the browse button to the right of the edit field.





Open and show statistic (see screenshot ”statistics 2”.





Displays statistic information in a resizeable window.


Dates on x-axis and value on    y-axis.





Shows (with possibility to change) name and path of the TrackView.exe file and it’s log file. These files are required to make MouseTracker behave right.


Browse buttons located on the right of the edit boxes.





If you have changed any information on this page, you have to apply them by pressing the apply button. However, this will reset all logged activity (only regarding the TrackView, not distance and counter info) today.





How many points to store in a buffer, before writeing these to file.





How many duplicate numbers in a row to store, before stop and wait for a non-equal number.





Show TrackView (see screenshots TrackView 2 & 3).








By pushing this button, information about where your mousepointer has been the most on screen is displayed graphicly.





By pushing this button, information about where your mousepointer has been on screen is displayed.





By pushing this button, information about where you have clicked a mousebutton the most on screen is displayed graphicly.





Closes TrackView and returns to MouseTracker.





NB! you can click right mousebutton and get a menu with more options.





This picture shows where on the screen a person has been the most whith his mousepointer. The picture is actually the same size as the windows. This picture is generated by pressing the leftmost button in  the TrackView 2 screenshot.





You can set certain things to happen when starting up MouseTracker.


Hide application in as tray icon (minimized).


Start distance measure automaticly when starting up.


Start keystroke/mouseclick counting automaticly when starting up.
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
